Unit 5: Nature and Style of Writing
Introduction to nature of writing
Writing is primarily about organising information and communicating meaning. Writing is thinking; organising one’s ideas and is unique to each individual. The purpose of writing is to communicate feelings, emotions, ideas; to record data and events, to preserve memories and ideas and to elaborate, explain ideas.
Tips for writing effectively
· Be specific: It is necessary to use specific sentences as it brings clarity to the readers.
· Have something to say: It makes writing easier and faster. When you have nothing to say, you are forced to write sentences that sound meaningful but deliver nothing.

· Choose simple words: It is important to use simple words so that readers can understand the message clearly.
· Write short sentences as well as paragraphs: It is easier to read and understand short sentences as well as paragraphs. Each sentence should have one simple thought. More than that creates complexity and invites confusion.
· Use active voice: You can’t always use the active voice, but most writers should use it more often.
· Don’t repeat: Say something once rather than several times. Because when you repeat yourself or keep writing the same thing, your readers lose interest.

Style of Writing
It is the manner of expressing thought in language characteristics of an individual, period, school, or nation. Thus, style is a term that may refer, at one and the same time, to both conventions that go beyond the individual writing. Beyond the essential elements of spelling, grammar and punctuation, writing style is the choice of words, sentence structure and paragraph structure, used to convey the meaning effectively. Former is referred as rules and later as style of writing.
The main purposes of good writing style are to:

· express the message to the reader simply, clearly and convincingly

· keep the reader attentive, engaged and interested
Defining
A definition is a statement which states the meaning of the term and also describes the characteristics of the given term. The aim is to make an unfamiliar idea familiar or a generally known idea, specifically known. While defining, a writer is trying to define a phenomenon or a process in a logical order and sequence, cutting off the necessary words, concerned, about the mere essentials. It’s to the point writing.
A form of words which states the meaning of a term or statement of the exact meaning of a word of the nature of something is known as definition. 

Rules to be followed while writing definition:

· Use grammatically correct language.
· Highlight the essential and specific characteristics of any term, process or object.

· Use simple and appropriate vocabulary.

· Don’t use negative expressions if not required.

· Use simple sentences.

· Don’t repeat unnecessarily.
Describing
While describing, details need to be focused as the writer generally is painting a picture in words of a person, place, or thing for their audience. Author isn’t trying to convince the audience of anything or explain the things; merely describing thing as they are. Describing is found in fiction.
Classifying
In composition, classification is a method of paragraph or essay development in which a writer arranges people, objects or ideas with shared characteristics into classes or groups. A classification essay includes examples and other supporting details that are organised according to types, kinds, segments, categories, or parts of a whole.

Writing Introduction

Introduction play an important role in any write up and a writer needs to be focused while writing introduction as it is aptly said, ‘Well begun is half done!’ An introduction states the purpose and goals of the following writing. It describes the scope of the document and gives the brief explanation or summary of the document. A good introduction identifies with the topic, provide essential context, and indicates the particular focus in the write up. It also needs to engage the interest of readers.
Strategies to write an effective introduction:

· Find a startling statistic that illustrates the seriousness of the problem to be addressed in the write up.

· Quoting an expert

· Give some background information necessary for understanding the write up.
· Use a brief narrative or anecdote that exemplifies your reason for choosing the topic.

Writing Conclusion

Conclusion plays a significant role in a write up. A strong conclusion will provide a sense of closure to the write up while placing the concepts in a wider context. It reminds the reader of the main points of the article, book, essay etc. and summarises what the writer wants to decipher form the discussion.
